Zucchini Spice Cake– by Judy Balzar 
3 eggs                            2 1/2 cu flour 
1 1/3 c sugar                  2 tsp cinnamon 
1/2 c veg oil                    2 tsp baking powder 
1/2 c orange juice           1 tsp baking soda 
1 tsp almond extract       1 tsp salt 
1 1/2 c shredded zucchini 

Beat eggs, sugar, oil, orange juice and almond extract.  Com-
bine dry ingredients, add to egg mixture and mix well.  Add 
zucchini and mix well 

Grease 13 x 9 cake pan– fill pan with zucchini mixture and 
bake at 350 for 30-35 minutes or until toothpick comes out 
clean. 

Caramel Frosting 
1 c brown sugar              1/2 c butter  
1/4 c milk                        1 tsp vanilla extract 
1 1/2 to 2 c powdered sugar 

Combine brown sugar, butter & milk in saucepan.  Bring to a 
boil over medium heat.  Cook & stir for 2 minutes or until thick-
ened.  Remove from heat.  Stir in vanilla.  Cool to lukewarm.  
Gradually beat in powdered sugar until frosting reaches 
spreading consistency.
